
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date:  June 7, 2012
Chairman Bies called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. David Hazeltine, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present.
 The Board moved to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the May 16th, 2012 commission meeting as presented.  Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest-None declared
Shooting Range Progress
-Several neighboring landowners near the Southern Hills Tactical gun shop were present to see if any progress had been made regarding plans for the acquisition of the shooting range property.  The parcel had been identified for acquisition in a report drafted in 2004 that addressed safety concerns for GPS approach equipment and for physical expansion of the Custer County Airport.  A group of concerned landowners were debriefed as to the schedule and process for land acquisitions.  The parcel in question is still in consideration but the County has to focus on addressing the existing nonconforming uses first.  The County was directed by the FAA to revise their existing Airport Land Use Plan (ALUP) to justify the necessity for the purchase of any parcels associated with the expansion of airport services.  The process of revising the (ALUP) followed by an environmental assessment and appraisals could take quite a bit of time, potentially measured in years. 

Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent
Proposal for East County Shop-Gary presented a Request for Proposals to advertise for proposals for an 80’ X 80’ wood frame, metal covered highway department shop building to be constructed 4 miles south of Hermosa, SD on Highway 79. The Board moved to authorize advertising. Motion carried.  
Bid Letting Bids were advertised for one tandem axle truck.  Bids were received from:
Butler Machinery Company from Rapid City bid $130,225.14 for a 2013 Caterpillar CT660S; 

Eddies Truck Sales from Rapid City bid $116,851.00 for a 2012 Freightliner 114SD; West River International Inc. from Rapid City bid $112,155.21 for a 2013 International 7600SFA and Boyer Trucks from Sioux Falls bid $109,818.00 on a 2013 Western Star 4700 SF. The Board moved to approve the Boyer Truck bid at $109,818.00. Motion carried. Gary will put off ordering the truck until next year. 
-Gary has an opportunity to purchase a 1 year old used blade for $237,000.00 with financing for 8 years. Our 1993 Cat motor grader blade (140g Vin # 72V15398) needs a new engine and is in bad shape.  Iron Planet will write us a check for $65,000.00 for our 1993 blade, which is a fair price. Buying used will save the county a lot of money and financing will allow us to make payments for a couple of years and pay it off early if we want. Gary asked the Board for direction.  The Board moved to advise Gary to take the option on purchasing the used blade, surplus and sell the 1993 Cat motor grader blade to Iron Planet for $65,000.00 and to hold off on purchasing the tandem axle truck until next year. Motion carried.   
Application for Occupancy on Right of Way Nathalie Duval made application for occupancy of right of way for a buried septic line on Mountain Goat Road in Section 15, Township 4, Range 4 in Custer County. 4” septic line pipe will be installed by a backhoe.  The Board moved to approve the application.  Motion carried. 
-South Dakota LTAP (Local Transportation Assistance Program) held a training workshop here in Custer on June 4th & 5th at the Custer County Courthouse for a gravel demonstration.  40 participants from 7 counties attend the workshop.  6,200 gallons of magnesium chloride was donated to Custer County and used as part of the demonstration on the first mile of Pleasant Valley Road.   
Mike Carter, Director of Emergency Services
Title III Funds-The public comment period for 2011 Title III funds received in 2012 for $79,510.56 was over on May 11th. No public comment was received. Custer County intends to spend Title III funds on authorized projects.
-The Board moved to authorize the use of another $3,500.00 in Title III funds for spraying Mountain Pine beetle trees.  Motion carried.
Custer State Park Contract-The Board moved to authorize Carter to sign the Services Contract/Agreement with Game, Fish and Parks for communications services for July 1, 2012 to June 30, 2013 not to exceed $7,044.54. Motion carried.
 Powerphone -Powerphone is the leader in call handling protocols, training and technology for 911 and Emergency Communications. Carter will be entering into a service agreement with them to provide training. 
Native American Ride-At the end of July Native American veterans are planning a horseback trip to Crazy Horse and would like to camp at Hazelrodt Campground for one night. Carter asked the Board if they had any objections to it.  They had no problem with it as long as a special use permit was put in place that required them to leave the campground in the same shape as they found it.   
Fire Ban-The Board moved to lift the Custer County fire ban effective 6-7-12. Motion carried.
Cheyenne River Bridge Project-A letter was received from DENR advising that they have reviewed the Cheyenne River Bridge project for potential impacts to ground water quality and they do not anticipate adverse impact to ground water quality in this project.   If construction for this project disturbs one or more acres of soil, a storm water permit must be obtained. 
Pine Butte Road District
-The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the order declaring Pine Butte Road District to be incorporated.  Motion carried.   
ORDER DECLARING AREA TO BE INCORPORATED SUBJECT TO VOTE AND NOTICE OF ELECTION
We, the board of Custer County Commissioners of Custer County, South Dakota, declare that a verified Petition has been laid before us to declare a road district to be known as Pine Butte Road District and such Petition has complied with SDCL 31-12A-3 and 31-12A-4.  Therefore, it is hereby ordered that such territory, as described in the Petition, shall with the assent of the landowners as provided in SDCL 31-12A-10, be an incorporated paving district by the name specified in the application.  Further, we declare that a Notice of Election be placed in the Custer County Chronicle each week for two (2) consecutive weeks.  A vote shall take place on the proposed district on Tuesday the 24th day of July, at 10:00 am Mountain Time at 26680 Buffalo Butte Dr. Custer, South Dakota located in Custer County, South Dakota.
Custer County Commissioners.

Mike Fleming, Road Discussion
Mike Fleming along with other residents from subdivisions in the Lone Elk and Canyon Rim Ranch area discussed road situations.  Mountain Lion Lane is the only access from Highway 89 to approximately 120 lots in the Lone Elk, Sundance, Pine Butte, CBJJ and Canyon Rim Ranch subdivisions and to the Johnson and Henderson properties. Further re-subdivision in the area is being planned which will potentially create more homes. Some of the roads do not conform to county road standards which results in poor road conditions.   West Argyle Road is an option for another access to the subdivisions if the space between West Argyle Road and Moondance Meadow Road could be connected.  Earlier the residents asked the county to find out what the cost would be to bring West Argyle road up to county specifications and to connect it to Moondance Meadow.  The cost was estimated at over $300,000. There was discussion concerning the other roads that are not to county specifications and a request for the County to take over the arterial roads through the subdivisions.  There are several road districts in the area but not all property is within a road district and not all property owners work with the district to help maintain or improve the roads. Several of the Commissioners stated that the County does not have funds at this time to do the extensive improvements to West Argyle Road. The County is considering the completion of West Argyle Road in the county’s 5 year plan. But, there are other projects that the County must address first so any County funded improvements may not happen in the immediate future. The planning department will have one of their engineers do research to help determine right of way and ownership along West Argyle road.  Such information is necessary to develop a more accurate cost associated with the improvements to West Argyle Road.  The subdivision road will continue to be the responsibility of the road district and property owners.

SUBDIVISION POLICY STATEMENT

Whereas Article l, Section 4 of Custer County Ordinance #2 allows for a Statement of Policy to govern a particular situation in which the practical application of the ordinance procedures is not compatible with the intent of the Ordinance. 

Whereas Goal 3 of the Custer Comprehensive Plan states Make land use and subdivision regulations of the county objective and consistent for ease of administration and 

Whereas, one of the primary objectives of Ordinance #2 is to provide for a procedure for the subdivision of lands within Custer County and

Whereas it is understood that the intent as described in Article III of the ordinance is that all subdivisions of land be reviewed to ensure that the provisions of the ordinance are uniformly applied to all lands proposed for development.  

The Board of County Commissioners acknowledge that it is a legitimate cause that lands subdivided for the purpose of development be subject to the provisions as described and adopted in Ordinance#2.  However, it is recognized by this Board that not all lands that are subdivided are for purposes of development.  Therefore, it shall be the policy of Custer County that land divisions of previously unplatted and unrecorded parcels that do not result in parcels of less than 40 acres are not subject to the subdivision procedures as prescribed in Ordinance #2.  This policy is intended for clarification as to the application of Ordinance #2 and in support of the Goals and Policies as adopted in the Comprehensive Plan.
