
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date: July 17, 2013 

Chairman Bies called the meeting to order at 8:15 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. David Hazeltine, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present. The Board moved to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the July 3rd, 2013 commission meeting as presented.

Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent
Bid Letting: The Highway department advertised for bids for 10,000 ton crushed gravel or stone to be stockpiled in the area of S2SW4 Sec 27 T4S R1E Custer County FAS 769, also known as Dewey Road. One bid was received from Howe Well Drilling & Excavating, Inc. for $6.40   per ton. The Board moved to approve the bid. Motion carried. 

Storm Damage to County Roads - On July 6th a storm washed out parts of Red Creek, Pass Creek and Pleasant Valley roads. It filled up cattle guards, washed out culverts and washed gravel off the roads into the ditches. The highway department hopes to have the roads back in shape by the end of this week.  The cost to repair the roads will be between $75,000.00 and $100,000.00.  
Automatic Supplement-The Board moved to approve an automatic supplement for grant funds received from the Department of Agriculture in the amount of $30,000.00, for payment of  removal of mountain pine beetle trees, to expense account 201-311-426 and revenue account 201-0-369. Motion carried. 
-Gary reported that a supplier overfilled the gas tank at the Hermosa shop and caused a gas spill. The gravel has been replaced and disposed of in the Edgemont landfill. 

2014 Highway Budget –The Board reviewed and approved the highway budget.

-Alan described all the services offered by BMS and encouraged us to see if any of their services could benefit our county.

Executive Session/ Legal- Action was taken to go in and out of executive session for Legal. The session began at 9:10 a.m. and adjourned at 9:23 a.m. No action taken.
-The Board acknowledged a letter from the Custer County Library Board advising the resignation of Kevin Moran as Chairman of the Library Board. William Schreier resigned his position as Vice-Chairman but will continue to be a member of the board.  
-The Custer County Library Board recommended Kaona Hazlett as a replacement trustee to complete Ken Moran’s term. The Board moved to approve the recommendation. Motion carried.
Ron Pieracci and Gary House, Tyler Enterprises
-Ron and Gary presented a preliminary proposal of a governmental financial management software program for financial accounting, property tax management and payroll for use in the auditor’s and treasurer’s offices.  The register of deeds is also looking at a proposal for their Document Pro Indexing and Imaging Solution software.  The Board will be given more information about the programs at the next meeting.  
Rod Senn and Mason Short- Kadrmas, Lee and Jackson
Mason presented the Custer County Airport Layout Plan to the Board. The Board moved to accept the Airport Layout Plan. Motion carried.

-The Board acknowledged a letter of resignation from Stanley Neugebauer as a board member of the Custer County Housing Commission effective 7-14-2013.
-Custer County is one of South Dakota’s primary counties that small, nonfarm businesses are eligible to apply for low-interest federal disaster loans from SBA. These loans offset economic losses because of reduced revenues caused by drought that occurred from May 1 to June 25, 2013.
