
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date: August 1st, 2012
Chairman Bies called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present.
The Board moved to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the July 18th, 2012 commission meeting as presented.  Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest-None declared

Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent
-Personnel-As of August 3rd, 2012 Robert Martin has competed six years of employment as an Operator II for the highway department. According to the pay scale in the Operating Engineer’s Union contract he will start receiving $16.40 per hour beginning 8-3-12. The Board moved to approve the raise. Motion carried. 
-MOA with Oglala Sioux Tribe DOT- The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the Memorandum of Agreement between the Oglala Sioux Tribe Department of Transportation and Custer County for the Cheyenne River Bridge project. Motion carried. 
-The highway department will be installing culverts on the 711 Road/County Road #101 on Tuesday, August 21st, Wednesday, August 22nd and Thursday, August 23rd.  The road will be closed to through traffic on those days.
-The Board directed the highway department to gravel the county lot on the south side of Washington Street for county employee parking. 
-The highway department is reviewing a corner on Medicine Mountain Road where several accidents have occurred. Woodford consulted with the South Dakota Local Transportation Assistance Program (LTAP) representative and will follow their suggestion to lower the speed limit and to raise the shoulder.  
David Green Planning
Final Plat 2012-4-Windsong Valley Subdivision. James W. Allen is the applicant.  Property description is plat of Track Lone Grouse (Formerly Tracts 6, 7, 8, and 9) of Windsong Valley Subdivision of H.E.S. 224 Located In SW ¼ Section 4, SE ¼ Section 5, NW ¼ Section 8, And NE ¼ Section 9, T4S, R4E, B.H.M. Custer South Dakota. The Board moved to approve the final plat as recommended by the Planning Commission, provided that all conditions have been met. Motion carried. 
-Thyssenkrupp Agreement- The warranty on the elevator has expired and a 3 year maintenance agreement with Thyssendrupp has been approved at a cost of $125.00 per month.
-Courthouse Mural-The Board moved to approve the proposal from Del Iron Cloud for a mural at the east entrance to the courthouse. Motion carried. 
-Front Building Signage- The board moved to approve the purchase of signage for the north entrance to the courthouse. Motion carried. 
-Goldenwest Telephone is switching to digital lines and the county will need a new switch.  The Board moved to approve the purchase of a switch that will allow for the phone system to receive digital signal. Motion carried. There was discussion of adding incoming lines to eliminate the possibility of receiving a busy signal on incoming calls. 
-Red Rock Lane (Black Hills Ranch Estates). The Board moved to approve the road name request of Red Rock Lane and to pay for the 911 signage for the road. Motion carried.  
-Drive-in Theater- Green updated the Board on the opening of the theater.  There was a discussion about traffic concerns. The SDOT will do a study of the traffic counts in the area. Sheriff Wheeler is going to instruct his deputies to patrol the area.  
-Tetuwan Lakota Oyate Museum-Green briefed the Board on a proposal to locate a Native American historic museum in the Custer County area. 
Ordinance 17, Provide for Instances in which On/Off Sale Alcoholic Beverage Services Are Prohibited.

The Board moved to approve the second reading of Ordinance 17, Provide for Instances in which On/Off Sale Alcoholic Beverage Services Are Prohibited. Motion carried. The Board moved to adopt Ordinance 17. Motion carried.  The Ordinance will be published in the minutes on August 8, 2012 and will become effective 20 days after publication on August 28, 2012. 

Provide for Instances in Which On/Off Sale Alcoholic Beverage Services Are Prohibited 

WHEREAS, pursuant to its authority under SDCL 35-4-81, Custer County desires to regulate the time for  selling or serving intoxicating liquor; therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED by the Custer County Board of Commissioners:

-No on-sale or off-sale licensee, licensed under SDCL 35-4-2(3), (4), (5), (6), (9), (11), (13), or (18), may sell, serve, or allow to be consumed on the premises covered by the license, alcoholic beverages between the hours of two a.m. and seven a.m. or at any time on Christmas Day.

-The sale, service, and consumption of alcoholic beverages shall be permitted on Sundays and Memorial Day, except between the hours of two a.m. and seven a.m. 

-A violation of this section is a Class 2 misdemeanor punishable by thirty (3) days imprisonment in a county jail or a five hundred dollar ($500.00) fine or both.

Personnel -The Board acknowledged the resignation of Deputy Sheriff David Keal effective July 24th, 2012.  
Mike Carter, Director of Emergency Services
-Fire Ban-The Board agreed that the fire ban should stay in effect. Carter advised the Board that a 12 men protection team will be stationed here through the end of August and the Forest Service also has a Type II crew available in the event of more fires.  
-FEMA Grant-Carter has applied for a grant that will reimburse the county for 75% of the overtime and per diem created due to the Myrtle Fire. 

-Disaster Declaration-Brian Malde, USDA Farm Service Agency said that forage appraisals are coming in at 0 pounds per acre to a maximum of 100 pounds per acre for grass hay in Custer County. There have not been any hay fields that are near normal production. Pastures are suffering heavy losses also.  They have had reports of small grain hay crops being affected by high nitrate levels in the western part of Custer County. Several producers have had small grain hay tested and have found that it is not safe or suitable for livestock consumption. The feed will have to be destroyed. This assessment from Farm Service is the first step in qualifying Custer County for a disaster declaration. A disaster declaration will qualify farmers/ranchers for low interest loans and other qualifying assistance programs.   

Emergency Managers -Carter stated that he would like to thank both the State Office of Emergency Management and the counties of Lawrence and Fall River for the assistance of two Regional Coordinators and IMAT support from his type III team members.
Red Cross-The Black Hills Chapter was recognized for their large scale contribution to the Myrtle Fire, and the job of excellence in sheltering and meeting the unmet needs of displaced residents and evacuees
Frank Carroll- Carroll was recognized for his performance as Incident Information Officer for the County during the fires.
Bill Kirsch and Weed Board
Bill Kirsch, Weed Supervisor, Steve Weiss, Weed Foreman and four Weed and Pest Board members, Martin Mahrt, Earl Stombaugh, Tom Barnes and Robert White were present

 -Black Hills National Forest Service – Hells Canyon Ranger District Representative Sheila French advised the Board that they were very satisfied with the working arrangement between the Forest Service and the Custer County Weed Department. They need no supervision and do a good job.
-Mountain Pine Beetle Project 2012-2013 – There was discussion regarding funding and project guidelines for the Mountain Pine Beetle project for 2013. It doesn’t look like there will be Title III funds available for the project in 2013 and at this time the Board is uncertain of how much support the county will finance. 
-Emergency Declaration – Kirsch advised the Board that White Horehound has been put on the state’s 180 day emergency list as an obnoxious weed.  The White Horehound has been identified in Wind Cave and proactive measures are being planned to control it.
-Chemical Reimbursement Project 2012-2013 – The weed department will continue to participate in the grant to assist participating landowners with the purchase of chemicals for on the ground treatment of noxious weeds and pests in Custer County for 2013 in conjunction with Custer County Conservation District. 
Executive Session/Personnel/Legal - Action was taken to go in and out of executive session for personnel and legal.  The session began at 10:32 a.m. and adjourned at 11:10 a.m.
