
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date: August 7th, 2013 

Chairman Bies called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. David Hazeltine, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present.
The Board moved to approve the agenda as presented.   Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the July 17th, 2013 commission meeting as presented.  Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest-None declared
Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent

 -Application for Occupancy on the Right of Way of County Highway- Southern Black Hills Water made application for occupancy of Argyle Road right of way located in S5, S8, S9, T6, R4 for water pipeline. The Board moved to approve the application. Motion carried. 

Gravel Purchasing

-At the last meeting the Board approved the gravel bid to Howe Well Drilling and Excavating, Inc. and this meeting the Chairman signed the contract. 

-Woodford made a request to purchase 100,000 ton of gravel from Croell Redi-Mix from the Streeter pit on 711 Road at their bid amount of $3.75 per ton. The Board moved to authorize the purchase. Motion carried. 

Vehicles 
-Woodford made a request to purchase a 2013 F450 pickup off state bids to replace the 2003 F350. This vehicle is used as the highway’s service vehicle which serves all departments. The purchase of another vehicle was allowed for in the 2013 and 2014 budget. It normally takes 120 to 150 days for vehicles to be delivered so this may not happen until 2014. The Board moved to allow the purchase to proceed. Motion carried.   
FS Agreements

-The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the Road Project Agreement between Custer County Commissioners and the USDA, Forest Service and Region 2 Black Hills National Forest for the Custer County RAC project for repair of roads in the Travel Management System in the amount of $18,455.00. The funds will be used to purchase gravel. Motion carried. 
Mountain Pine Beetle Working Group Request for Funding

-The group asked for an additional contribution of $1,000.00 to help get the project through 2013.  The Board moved to contribute $1,000.00 out of Title III funds. Motion carried.
Cell Phone Stipend  
-The Board agreed that Jon Gehrels should continue to receive a $41.00 stipend for use of his cell phone for county business.
Jeff Johnson, Black Hills Towing
-Jeff had some questions about the procedures followed by dispatch when a wrecker service is called out.  
Mike Carter, Director of Emergency Management
-in 2011 the City of Custer was a recipient of a 50% match Homeland Security Grant, with Custer County as the pass through agency, to purchase a siren along Crook Street.  The City paid half and the grant paid the other half. Danko Emergency Equipment was the company the siren was purchased from and they were audited by the SD Department of Revenue this year and found out that they should have charged 2% contractors tax, 4% use tax and 2% city tax on the purchase of and installation of the siren. The City received a bill for the tax.  Homeland Security said that we could apply for grant funds for half of the contractor’s tax and half of the use tax but the City would be responsible for the rest of the taxes. The Board moved to approve applying for Homeland Security Grants funds for half of the contractor’s tax and use tax. Motion carried.    

David Green Planning
-Southern Black Hills Water asked about the permit process for construction of a water tower in Custer County. Water towers have not been addressed in Land Use Ordinance #2 nor has a fee been established for a permit. David will do some research and get back to the Board.   
Mike Eaton, Tyler Inc.
-Mike presented a preliminary proposal for Document Pro Indexing and Imaging Solution software to be used in the register of deeds office. The auditor’s and treasurer’s office received a proposal for the governmental financial management software program for financial accounting, property tax management and payroll a couple weeks ago. The Board asked that the proposals be combined into one for review at the August 21st meeting.  

 Shannon Stites, Airport Manager 
-A hangar lessee reported some bad conditions in the county hangar.  Upon inspection it was found that the hangar is in bad shape.  After some discussion the Board moved to send out 60 day notices of non-renewal to the three hangar lessees and to tear down the hangar.  Motion carried. 

-The airport has camping sites on site for pilots to use and it was decided that if the pilot fuels his aircraft at the airport there will be no charge for the camp site but if they do not a fee of $8.00 per night will be charged.  
Tim Holland, Custer County Housing Update

-The Board moved to appoint Matt Fridell to the Custer County Housing and Redevelopment Commission. Motion carried. 
-Tim gave an update on the progress made so far and what the plans are for the future.    

Approve Provisional Budget

-The Board approved the provisional budget as presented.  Motion carried. The Board of County Commissioners of Custer County, will meet in the Courthouse at Custer, South Dakota on Tuesday, September 3rd, 2013 at 10:00 a.m. for the purpose of considering the foregoing Provisional Budget for the year 2014 and the various items, schedules, amounts and appropriations set forth therein and as many days thereafter as is deemed necessary until the final adoption on the 25th of September, 2013.  At such time any interested person may appear either in person or by a representative and will be given an opportunity for a full and complete discussion of all purposes, objectives, items, schedules, appropriations, estimates, amounts and matters set forth and contained in the Provisional Budget.

Human Resources/Personnel
-Deputy Slade Heeb was promoted to the rank of Sergeant effective July 25, 2013 which will include a pay increase of $.50 per hour. The Board moved to approve the hire. Motion carried. 
Surplus
-The treasurer’s office made a request to surplus an Abacus cash register, serial number IM201332 from their inventory for disposal in the landfill. The Board moved to approve the request. Motion carried. 
Forest Service Helicopter Landing Fee Agreement

-The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the purchase order agreement for fees with the Black Hills National Forest for Helitack landing at the Custer County Airport for 2013 through 2018 fire season. The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the agreement. Motion carried. 
Airport Hangar Lease Addendum
-The Board moved to approve the addendum to establish material, detail and quality standards to create a more uniform hangar community, to protect the airport’s investment and promote future growth.  Motion carried. Site plans, which must include a materials list and proposed color, must be submitted to the Custer County Planning Department prior to construction.  All hangars shall be constructed with a painted metal roof and metal walls. Colors must be neutral and of earth tone colors and roofs must be pitched. 
County Property Insurance
South Dakota Public Assurance Alliance is the new property insurance carrier for Custer County and they did a survey to confirm that building replacement costs were reflected at 85%. The Board moved to approve the changes to replacement costs, to add the unscheduled properties discussed and to delete the Elk Mountain highway shop from the policy. Motion carried. .
Unclaimed Property

-The Board moved to authorize the auditor to transfer the amount of $1,770.77 for 44 outstanding checks, 3 years and older, to the State as unclaimed property.  Motion carried.
