C. There were no conflicts of interest declared. 
D. Highway Department

1. Motion to approve Application for Occupancy of Right-of-Way for Farmer Road by Golden West to provide service to 11595 Farmer Road made by Sorenson, seconded by Lampert. Motion carried, unanimous.
2. The Highway Department had previously put up a four-way stop in Buffalo Gap. SDLTAP reviewed it and said that a stop sign and a yield sign were not to be used to control speed. Buffalo Gap needs a resolution to set a speed limit. Woodford will notify Buffalo Gap that two stop signs (the East and the West) will be taken down.
3. Rich Zacher with the SD DOT came up with an estimate for the Hazelrodt box culvert trail restoration used by the property owners to access other parcels of property.  The estimate from Core Construction is $4,100 and the county’s share would be $820. Hal Hunter had questions about the validity of the easement agreement that was signed in 2015.  Custer County State’s Attorney Tracy Kelley will take a look at the easement and report back to the commission at the Aug. 23, 2017 meeting.  
E. Planning Department
1. The plat of Beltz #3 Subdivision and the Communications Tower Maintenance/Upgrade request 
from KGI Wireless/Verizon were pulled from the agenda.

2. Motion by Lampert, seconded by Sorenson to approve the plat of McDill Subdivision Phase II. 
Motion carried, unanimous.
3. Motion by Lampert, seconded by Sorenson to approve the plat of Redbird Canyon Subdivision. 
Motion carried, unanimous.

4. The commission acknowledged the resignation of Danielle Schade as administrative assistant for 
the planning department. Her last day will be Aug. 25.
F. Sheriff’s Department
1. The sealed bids for sale of the surplus vehicles will be opened at the Sept. 13 commission 
meeting.
2. Sheriff Mechaley informed the commission that that the GPS units ordered for the Sheriff’s 
Department, DOE and Emergency Service vehicles have arrived. 
G. Department of Equalization – 
1. Abatements 1108A-1113A. These abatements were tabled from the prior commission meeting 
to acquire further information.  Terri Cornelison informed the commission on the history of the Carriage Hills Parcel subject of the abatement.  Custer County Housing acquired a Contract for Deed on the property in 2004. In 2006 the parcel was not included in that contract. In 2010, Marvin and Judy Bishop and Courtney entered into a Contract for Deed to purchase property within the Carriage Hills subdivision.  The parcel designated as a park was included in that contract.  The parcel was later deeded to Bishops who in turn, deeded the parcel to the Town of Hermosa.  The Town of Hermosa thereafter passed a resolution dedicating the parcel as a park. Delinquent taxes on the parcel, including penalties, is currently $3585.42.  Motion by Lampert, seconded by Sorenson to approve Abatements 1108A-1113A. Motion carried, unanimous.
H. General Business -- Andrea Serna, Vice President of Development for Black Hills Works thanked the commission for their past support of the organization with their donation of $1,000. They are asking for continued financial support in the same amount this year.  The commission expressed their appreciation for all that Black Hills Works does for our community and will keep the request in mind as they work through the budget process.
I. Airport 
1. Mark Stites discussed the helicopter parking that will be lost during the ramp construction at the 
airport and recommended constructing a new pad at the site of the old T-hangers.  The estimated cost of the pad is $35,000. Stites recommended adding the pad as part of this year’s project using county funds and submitting it for reimbursement in 2018. 
2. Stites proposed adopting a $ .10 per gallon fuel flowage fee for fuel brought onto the airport 
property by third parties for fueling of their own aircraft to help offset the loss of profit on airport-based fuel sales.  Most airports have similar fees.  Motion to approve by Sorenson, seconded by Lampert. Motion carried, unanimous.
3. Stites discussed issues with the current fuel system at the airport with the commission.  He 
estimated the system to be at least 25 years old with limited capabilities.  He indicated we have lost fuel sales because of its limitations/issues.  There are a range of options that can be considered which include maintaining the currents system, installing a quality system with single point capability that is on the higher end, or finding an alternative in between.  Lampert 
  recommended delaying discussion on the issue until there is a full commission.
J. Public Comments – Teri Morgan reminded everyone of the Custer County Fair parade on Sunday.  Line-up begins at 10AM.  Anyone that wants to go can communicate with Teri or Dawn for transportation arrangements.   
K. Executive Session 
1. Motion by Lampert, seconded by Sorenson to go into Executive Session at 8:56 AM for contract negotiations, personnel, and airport land acquisition. Motion carried, unanimous. Executive Session ended at 9:40 AM. Motion made by Lintz, seconded by Sorenson to sign the contract with the Forest Service for the airport.  
L. State’s Attorney – Tracy Kelley updated the commission on the previous issue with the Department of Environment and Natural Resources.  DENR was satisfied with the training plan established by the Highway Department.  Much of the training has already been provided to-date.  Kelley informed the commission that she, along with Mike Carter and Tim Holland, met with Highway Department personnel last week to provide some information and answer questions.  Carter advised that he had an agency that will be coming to inspect the shop areas in Custer and Hermosa to provide recommendations for testing and costs.

1. Mail call – Received a letter from the SD Department of Veterans Affairs approving the appointment of Jana Virtue as Custer County’s Veterans Officer.
2. Meeting schedule – It is anticipated that a quorum will be present at the Custer County Fair held Aug. 10-13 at the Fairgrounds in Hermosa, SD.

a. Lampert announced that there is a new art exhibit on the second floor of the courthouse and invited the public to come see it.
