
Custer County Commissioner Meeting
Date:  September 25th, 2013
Vice Chairman Lampert called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. David Hazeltine, Jim Lintz, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present.
The Board moved to approve the agenda with the addition of Executive Session/Personnel under Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent. Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the September 3rd, 2013 commission meeting as presented.  Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest-None declared.
Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent
-Action was taken to go in and out of executive session for personnel. The session began at 8:00 a.m. and adjourned at 8:20 a.m. No action taken.
-SDDOT submitted a copy of the Abstract for Bids for the 8th Street Bridge project, which shows Corr Construction Services, Inc. of Hermosa, SD to be the low bidder of three with a proposal of $317,014.10. The bid is $34,746.60 or 12.3% above the engineers estimate.  The Board moved to approve the low bidder, Corr Construction Services, for the 8th Street Bridge project. Motion carried.
-Personnel Gary Woodford presented a letter of hire for the following positions.  Dar Coy was hired to fill the permanent full-time position of Weed Coordinator/Operator II at $15.90 per hour effective 9-25-13. Leon Cordell was hired to fill the permanent full-time position of Operator II at $15.90 per hour effective 9-25-13. Rick Kothe was hired to fill the permanent full-time position of Operator II at $15.90 per hour effective 9-25-13.The Board moved to approve the hires. Motion carried.
Mike Carter, Director of Emergency Management
Wind Cave Contract with Communications-Wind Cave funded an award for 2014 for Custer County to provide emergency dispatch service to the park service in the amount of $5,000.
LEPC Grant-The Board moved to authorize Jim Lintz, Chairman of the LEPC, to sign the application for Local Emergency Planning Committee (LEPC) grants. Motion carried.
-The Advisory Board met and decided to provide dispatch services for the City of Hermosa on a temporary basis for the rest of the year.  If it works out, a contract will be drawn up with the City of Hermosa for dispatch services for $2,500.00 per year.  
- The Board moved to authorize the Vice Chairman to sign a letter of support to the SD Department of Agriculture, Division of Resource Conservation and Forestry for the Coordinated Soil & Water Conservation Grant being applied for by Custer County Conservation District. The grant would provide 50/50 cost-share support to private landowners to thin trees and treat fuels on the forested property in Custer County, totaling about 200 acres of pine forest.
 -The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the SD Emergency Management State and Local Agreement for Fiscal Year 2014. Motion carried.  
Allison Jensen, Director of Equalization

-Action was taken to go in and out of executive session for negotiations. The session began at 8:35 a.m. and adjourned at 9:02 a.m. The Board made a motion to have a committee formed, consisting of 2 county commissioners, 2 county department heads and 1 or 2 landowners, to address land use policies.  Motion carried.  Suggested commissioners were Jim Lintz and David Hazeltine; department heads were Allison Jensen and David Green; and one landowner, to be determined.   
Dennis Knuckles, Airport Hangar
-At the last meeting Dennis presented a proposal to reconstruct a 46’ X 36’ hangar out of the surplus materials from tearing down the existing 36’ x 12 hanger.  The Board wanted to go out and look at the hangar before making a decision.  After looking at the condition of the hangar the Board agreed that they would stay with the original plan of tearing down the structure. The Board moved to surplus the north county hangar building for demolition. Motion carried.

RESOLUTION 2013-4 ADOPTION OF ANNUAL BUDGET for Custer County, South Dakota.

WHEREAS,(7-21-5 thru 13) SDCL provides that the Board of County Commissioners shall each year prepare a Provisional Budget of all contemplated expenditures and revenues of the County and all its institutions and agencies for such fiscal year, and  

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners did prepare a Provisional Budget and cause same to be published by law, and

WHEREAS, due and legal notice has been given to the meeting of the Board of County Commissioners for the consideration of such Provisional Budget and all changes, elimination’s and additions have been made thereto.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That such provisional budget as amended and all its purposes, schedules, appropriations, amounts, estimates and all matters therein set forth, SHALL BE APPROVED AND ADOPTED AS THE ANNUAL BUDGET OF THE APPROPRIATION AND EXPENDITURES FOR Custer County, South Dakota and all its institutions and agencies for calendar year beginning January 1, 2014 and ending December 31, 2014 and the same is hereby approved and adopted by the Board of County Commissioners of Custer County, South Dakota, this 25th day of September, 2013. The Annual Budget so adopted is available for public inspection during normal business hours at the office of the county auditor, Custer County, South Dakota.
