Date:  September 6, 2011
Chairman Hazeltine called the meeting to order at 7:54 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Travis Bies, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman and the Auditor were present. The Board moved to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.
Executive Session-Personnel-Action was taken to go in and out of executive session for personnel. The session began at 7:55 a.m. and adjourned at 8:02 a.m. No action taken.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the August 24th, 2011 commission meeting as presented. Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest-None declared
Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent
-A thank you letter was received from Dr. Sandra Conrad for the highway crew’s work on Upper French Creek Road.

Cheyenne River Bridge
-The board is still working on getting the plats corrected for the right of way needed for the Cheyenne River Bridge project.  Two landowners need to be contacted. In the event that the land is not donated, the Board moved to spend up to $200.00 per acre if necessary to purchase the land. Motion carried. 
Road Districts Order to Incorporate Subject to Election
The Board moved to approve an Order Declaring Area to Be Incorporated Subject to Vote and Notice of Election for Bent Ponderosa Road District. Motion carried. 
ORDER DECLARING AREA TO BE INCORPORATED SUBJECT TO VOTE AND NOTICE OF ELECTION We, the board of Custer County Commissioners of Custer County, South Dakota, declare that a verified Petition has been laid before us to declare a road district to be known as Bent Ponderosa Road District and such Petition has complied with SDCL 31-12A-3 and 31-12A-4.  Therefore, it is hereby ordered that such territory, as described in the Petition, shall with the assent of the landowners as provided in SDCL 31-12A-10, be an incorporated paving district by the name specified in the application.  Further, we declare that a Notice of Election be placed in the Custer County Chronicle each week for two (2) consecutive weeks.  A vote shall take place on the proposed district on Tuesday October 18th, 2011, at 9:00 am at 24691 Bent Ponderosa Rd. Custer, South Dakota located in Custer County, South Dakota.
Wayne Hageman-Section Line Improvement

-Wayne presented a petition for construction of improvements within a section line highway right-of-way to provide legal access to his property. The improvement of the section line highway right-of-way is described as: an approach from county road 656 onto a section line between NW ¼ of section 26-6-8 and NE ¼ of section 27-6-8. Petitioner will pay for survey for section line location and for the gravel needed for the approach to meet county requirements. The Board moved to approve his petition by county ordinance standards. Motion carried. 
Mark & Shannon Stites, Custer County Airport

-Mark updated the Board on activity at the airport for August. Fuel sales for August for Jet A fuel was 3878 gallons, up 2195 from last year and for 100 low lead fuel  was 1618 gallons, up 202 gallons from last year. 
Rod Senn, Kadrmas, Lee and Jackson
-The Board asked for an update on the land appraisal, review and relocation project with FAA and SDDOT at the airport. Rod said that land acquisitions with no construction involved were put on the back burner at FAA. DOT needs an appraisal to proceed and a plat cannot be done until FAA approves the environmental study.  The Board decided to go ahead and have appraisals done and purchase the property since the county will be reimbursed by FAA with entitlement funds at some point.  A letter will be sent to FAA asking for them to speed up the process. Rod will email us a list of certified appraisers to pick from. 
Doug Austin, Southern Hills Alcohol & Drug Program
-Doug, Director of SHAD, said that they had found office space in Custer and asked if the county could help offset some of their expenses. They requested $12,547.00 from the county. The Board discussed his proposal and agreed that funds were not available for budget year 2012.    
Judy Bottjen, County Nurse
-The Board acknowledged the Nurse’s report for the first 7 months of the year. WIC Caseload served an average of 164 people each month. Year to date through July 2011: WIC certifications issued 185; WIC participants counseled 77; WIC Certification Show Rate 91%; Risk Assessments 19; Baby Care visits 19; post partum visits 7; immunizations 79; Family Planning supply visits 94; Family Planning annuals 100; Ages and Stages 17; and Reach Out and Reads issued 132. Wade Huntington, Public Health Regional Manager, also accompanied Judy. 
 Paul Gremse, SD Department of Veteran Affairs
-Paul presented Ken Irwin with the Jim Melgaard Award for 2011 County/Tribal Veterans Service Officer of the Year for his outstanding dedication to veterans. The Board thanked Ken for his service to veterans.
