A grass fire burned 100 acres of grassland near Hermosa on July 16th.  Carter said it was a well managed fire and enough resources were available.  The County Fire Advisory Board will look at a format to mirror this type of response. 

Pre-rally meeting will be held on Tuesday, July 23rd at 9:00 a.m. at the Custer County Courthouse in the basement meeting room

Camp Rapid EOC activation will contain elements of several state agencies to assist with resource requests should the need arise. 

Custer County is one of South Dakota’s primary counties that small, nonfarm businesses are eligible to apply for low-interest federal disaster loans from SBA. These loans offset economic losses because of reduced revenues caused by drought that occurred from May 1 to June 25, 2013.
